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Halls Creek Progress Report
This has been a busy off-season for the team leading the 
effort to restore the health of the Halls Creek estuary.

First, in January the Halls Creek Preservation Fund made 
its initial filing for permission to begin dredging. The filing, 
called a Notice of Intent (NOI), was made to the Town of 
Barnstable’s Conservation Commission. The request asked 
the Commission to approve the dredging of 
9,400 cubic yards of sand from the creek, with 
the intent of placing the dredge spoils on the 
barrier beach to help restore the historical 
protection the beach has provided against 
significant storm surges from 
Nantucket Sound. The filing 
also asked the Commission for 
approval to make any necessary 
repairs to both the outer and 
inner jetties.

I am happy to tell you that 
at its February 18, 2020 
meeting, the Conservation 
Commission voted to approve 
HCPF’s application with some 
conditions not greatly affecting 
the project or its scope. This 
approval by a governmental 
agency validates our long-held assertion that the health of 
the creek requires immediate attention.

This is the first of several approvals required before work 
can begin. We anticipate that it will take up to a year before 
we have all the required approvals. We expect that over the 
coming weeks we will complete the filings for at least two 
state agencies.

Many of you know that this past off-season was hard on 
the barrier beach. While we did not experience the typical 
coastal nor’easter, there were at least four significant storms, 
beginning with two in October, affecting Squaw Island. 

Two of those storms occurred during full moons, further 
exacerbating the over-wash conditions. The net effect 
of these storms caused significant erosion. The ensuing 
condition of the beach caused some to ask whether the 
erosion was so severe as to conclude whether we might be 
too late to save the barrier beach. After consulting with our 

partner engineering firms 
and several other parties, 
we decided to file a second 
“emergency” NOI, asking 
for permission to place 
up to 1,700 cubic yards on 
the eastern portion of the 
barrier beach, which was 
the area most affected.

The Commission approved this work with the 
condition that it be completed by April 1. The 
approval occurred around the time of the work 
restrictions put in place because of the pandemic, 
so our contractor was able to place 1,540 cubic 
yards of sand down before April 1. While this 
new material was a boost for the beach, we now 
know that we need more sand and have filed for 
permission to place an additional 1,700 cubic 
yards after the close of the summer season.

I want to remind everybody that the land we know as 
the barrier beach is private property. We could not have 
performed this recent work without the approval of the four 
families who own the land making up the barrier beach. 
We are grateful to those families for their cooperation and 
support of this effort.

This is a brief update on what is a rather complicated issue, 
so I encourage those with questions to be sure to attend the 
June meeting of the Seaside Park Improvement Association 
where HCPF board members will be available to answer 
your questions. q

DISTANCING

The parking lot attendants will be returning again this 
year. They will begin monitoring the parking lot in mid-
June, which is a little earlier than usual but due to the 
increase in volume of traffic at the beach as the number 
of people social distancing on the Cape has risen, we have 
decided to employ their services earlier this year. They will 
be working from 10 am to 4 pm every Thursday through 
Sunday from mid-June until Labor Day. Early on they 
will be allowing cars with yellow placards and last year’s 
decal on it to enter the parking area as we know that there 
will be a delay in getting everyone their 2020 sticker. You 
still must present your yellow placard to enter the beach 
parking lot. Please be courteous to the attendants as they 
are our neighbors and are working for us. We request that 
everyone practice social distancing while in and around 
the parking area, boat basin and kayak racks. As of right 
now, we have not made any restrictions on the parking 
lot but if we find there to be overcrowding, then we may 
institute a parking restriction on the number of cars 
allowed at a time.   

We have hired All Cape Security Patrol to patrol and 
monitor the beach this year. They will be patrolling the 

parking lot randomly during the week and every weekend 
beginning June 12th through Labor Day this year. They 
patrol in unmarked SUVs so if you see what appears to 
be an unmarked police cruiser driving through the lot, 
it is likely one of our security guards. They will secure 
the parking lot and beach area every Friday and Saturday 
night.

We look forward to a long, hot, quiet summer. q
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Dear SPIA Members,

Seaside Park Improvement Association (SPIA) had another terrific year, financially. At the time of this 
report, we had 3 weeks to go in our fiscal year (June 1-May 31) so the numbers shown are projections, 
based on the annual road maintenance and spring cleaning for the beach and common areas.

In short, revenues from dues and fees ($43,853) were well above budget ($37,900) and regular 
expenses ($24,132.14) were even better, compared to budget ($33,000). In total, the regular operations 
generated a positive operating cash flow of $19,721.  

Driving this were better than expected revenue—187 homes generously donated an average of $228.96, 
versus a budget of only 180 homes averaging $210 each. On the expense side, all expense categories 
(except water testing) were managed within or below budget—a savings, versus plan, of $9,017.

This leads to a couple of extraordinary items. Our inaugural merchandise store was essentially break-
even cash (lost only $150) and has a few hundred dollars in inventory left over!  Separately, as Charlie 
Cormay indicated in community message a few weeks ago, we also donated $25,000—matching a large 
neighboring donor—to fill in the Barrier Beach breech.  Next year’s budget has us spending another 
$25,000, again matching our partner in this effort.

Beyond the above, next year’s budget looks tight. We are budgeting lower revenues, given the 
COVID-19 pandemic’s effect on the economy, although we are very hopeful that the community will 
continue to support our neighborhood’s financial needs. Additionally, normal expenses are expected to 
go up slightly, but the Board will watch those expenses very carefully, based on the country’s economy 
and our dues revenue. Again, the largest expense item will be the second half of our promised donation 
to HCPF, further repairing the Barrier Beach. This is budgeted to produce a net operating profit of 
$5,950 and a loss after our HCPF donation of $19,050.

All of this leaves us with more than $60,000 in cash today and I project us to finish with more 
than $41,800 in cash at the end of next fiscal year. I believe this is still a strong enough position, in 
case of any large unexpected needs. We have good insurance and for years have shown the ability to 
manage expenses below budget. We should be in a strong position to rebuild our cash balance, without 
interrupting the services we provide to our community. Feel free to email me with any questions or 
comments at dserpico919@gmail.com.

Grounds Update

We are pleased to report that the beach grounds and 
roadway have held up well since repairs were made 
last spring; we will, however, be topping off the stone 
covering on parts of the roadway. The parking area is in 
good shape but we have some erosion at the bulkhead, 
which we intend to repair.

Joyce Landscaping has completed our yearly cleanup 
and will continue to do our weekly maintenance. The 
gate we had installed last year has held up very well and 
continues to allow for the easy opening and closing of 
the parking area. One additional improvement for the 
roadway was to purchase new speed bumps, which are 
important to control traffic speed.

Finally, I report that we once again have applied to the 
Barnstable Water Quality Lab, which will do weekly 
testing at the Little Beach from June through Labor Day. 
We have always had excellent water quality results in the 
past and we wish to continue monitoring the area.
