Atthe second of the 2024 annual
SPIA meetings I characterized the
HCPF project as on hold.

Putting the project on hold came
about because the Hyannisport
Club was then rethinking their
involvement in the project. This
turnabout happened rather quickly and created a situation where for
us to move forward without knowing with certainty the Club’s
willingness to partner would have beenirresponsible.

Those readers who attended the August meetingwillrecallthat the
Club was then in the process of hiringa consultant to determine the
level of threat to the Club andits surrounding area. That work began
in early September with an expectation that the consultants would report
their findings bylate October. Although duein late October, the first
of what turned into three separate reports was not delivered until early
May; the second and third reports were both expected by the close of
May; yet as of thiswriting, I believe thatneither the second nor third
report has been delivered.

This issue has been further exacerbated by at least one of the Squaw
Island landowners rethinking whether they willallow the dredge spoils
to be placed on their land. Placing the dredge spoils on the entirety of
Squaw Island has always been a key component of restoring the health
of the estuary.

Because of these two issues, the HCPF Board voted in the fall to place the
project on hold until the Club decides whetherit will partner with us.

While these two developments are significant setbacks, they don’t mean
the project will not go forward. Losingthe Club asa partner creates
asignificant funding shortage, but oneIbelieve can be overcome.

The loss of the ability to place the dredge spoils onthe barrier beach

is the larger issue as that loss likely creates an unknown increase in cost.
Moreover, it may affect the efficacy of the entire projectasthe plan to
place the spoils on the beach was based the cost advantage of placing
them there, as well asthe protection the added height and breadth of
the barrier beach would provide the entire estuary.

I willbe at the SPIA June meeting for further discussion and questions.

Reportof Projected Fiscal Year Results For the Period June 1, 2024 - May 31, 2025

Dear SPIA Members,

For the Fiscal Year (June 1, 2024 to May 31, 2025) SPIA has had favorable operating results. The results
are calculated on a cash basis; noting with this methodology, investments into merchandise inventory
or accrued expenses are tracked separately. This report is based on actual activity through May 26, 2025,
and does not include any expenses that may be paid in the last week. There are no significant expenses
anticipated that would materially change the results identified.

The Association collected revenues of $55,109, of which $52,874 came from dues. There were 186
households out of 238 or 78% of residents who contributed an average of $287 in dues. For the first time
in over three years, we had a notable increase of 6.3% with 11 more families participating. This positive
change has had a significant impact on exceeding our dues budget projection of $47,000. We want

to sincerely thank all the families that paid their dues, we cannot maintain our wonderful beach and
community without you!

We continue to manage costs but did come in slightly above projected expenses. Total expenses for the
fiscal year were $47,311 compared to the budgeted amount of $46,300. The greatest driver of that overage
was building supplies and landscaping for the shed built last year at Little Beach. The Board continues

to monitor the costs associated with SPIA events, Landscaping and Beach Maintenance, and Beach
Attendants. Over the winter, the Board reviewed proposals for a new landscaping company and selected Lc
Landscaping, which should offer more reliable and competitive services.

The Association produced a Net Operating Cash flow of $7,798, driven by additional dues and boat fees
being collected. We also sold a significant amount of SPIA merchandise last year, which added additional
revenue of $805, bringing Net Operating Results to $8,603. With the positive Net Operating position, we
continue to add funds to our cash balance (reserve) and the new total is $70,209.

We are cautiously optimistic about the budget for this upcoming Fiscal Year (June 1, 2025 - May 31, 2026).
We are encouraged that more families are paying their dues, and we will continue to work hard to ensure
that trend continues. Therefore, we have budgeted for a slight increase in dues to $49,500, which assumes
180 homes at an average of $275. Due to securing most of the pricing from our vendors for this upcoming
year, the Board feels comfortable with the cost projections, despite current market volatility. The Board
has received positive feedback about PayPal, with a number of residents using it to pay their dues and

fees over the last two years. When doing so, we ask that you cover the PayPal fees, so SPIA receives your
full payment. Based on the proposed budget, the SPIA Board projects a modest surplus of $3,475 for the
upcoming year.
